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4. Planning for Generalization


Discuss how they can make a FAR plan to share at home or school.


Questions: Tell me how you will talk to your friends when you would like something they own. What will be different from what we did here?








3. Reflect


The trainer and the child reflect on the activity and the plan that was made. 


Questions: What did we do? What was our plan? Did we follow the plan? What would happen if you really wanted something and there is nobody to ask? Did we plan for that? How would you solve that problem? Why do you think it is important to discuss with the owner of the thing you want, whether you can have it?














2. Act


The child and the trainer play at dealing with possessions of other people, following the plan as it was formulated. The trainer asks FAR questions during the activity to increase metacognitive insight.


Questions: What are you doing? How do you know what to do? What do you need to do first? And then? What is the plan?








Focus and plan


The trainer assists the child in formulating a plan. The plan needs to include putting away the items that were used.


Questions: What happens when you would like to have something that belongs to someone else? What can you say to the person? What could you do? What do we need to use? What needs to be done first? Next? And after that? So, what is our plan? 








Activity


The child will set up the equipment needed for getting ready to discuss with another person whether or not a desired item, belonging to someone else, can be borrowed or traded. The intent is to have the child discover alternatives to just taking the object without telling. The trainer discusses the activity, encouraging the child to manipulate the objects and to become acquainted with their function. The trainer also discusses the FAR approach, i.e. focus and plan first, then do the activity and after that reflect on what was done.











Supplies
